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The 2012-2013 Allocation Requests are due MARCH 15, 2012 at 5:00PM.  

The United Way Agency Relations Committee and Board of Directors would like to reiterate some important policies for the 2012-2013 Allocation Request Applications.  The following are items that will be strongly adhered to:

1.  The 2012-2013 Allocation Request must be complete, signed and dated and must include all attachments.  (New this year, the checklist must be signed by both the Executive Director and Board Chair.  By signing this, both the Executive Director and Board Chair are confirming that the application has been reviewed and that it is accurate and complete.)

2. The completed signed application, attachments and 10 complete copies are due to the United Way of Coastal Carolina office by March 15, 2012 by 5:00pm.  There will be no exceptions after this date and time!  There will also not be an appeal process available to accept any late applications.  Please take this deadline seriously!

3. United Way staff will check proposals for errors and/or inconsistencies prior to March 15, 2012.  The application will not be reviewed by United Way of Coastal Carolina staff if submitted on the deadline date, March 15, 2012.  Those applications will be reviewed by the Allocations panel.  Incomplete applications will be returned to the applicant without further review or consideration.

4. United Way will notify all applicants by April 1, 2012 of their scheduled meeting with the Allocations Review Panel.

5. Applicants will receive final notification of funding decisions for the 2012-2013 funding cycle by June 15, 2012.

While the deadline is March 15th, I would encourage you to complete your application prior to that date.  This may help you avoid last minute mistakes with your application package.  United Way of Coastal Carolina volunteers have the difficult task to focus on community priorities while working with less resources again this year.  The Allocation Panel members are aware of the challenges local non-profits have faced and will look forward to discussing your proposals with you.

REVIEW PROCESS:  For this upcoming year we will again have the TEAM/PANEL REVIEW PROCESS.  Every Program submitting an Allocation Request will be reviewed by a panel of volunteers from the community.  Meetings between the teams and programs will be in April and May 2012. 

CAMPAIGN UPDATE:  As of today we have raised $361,485.29 (72.3% of our Campaign Goal of $500,000).  We will continue to work hard to raise as much money as we can for the 2011 campaign, because as you all know, the amount of money we have to allocate to our community in 2012-2013 is determined by how much is raised during the 2011 campaign.
